TOOLS REQUIRED: Drill. 1/4" & 3/4" Drill Bit. Screwdriver. 7/16" Hexheod Socket & Wrench.
READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE INSTALLATION,

STEP 1 A :
Select the locotion For the Stow Away to be installed. .

NOTE: 36" of waoll spoce & needed fo accommodate the
cabiner ond sliding doov. Also, be sure an eleciric outlet s
within reach, so you con plug in an iren,

STEP 2
Place the Stow Away into desired position, snug oguinst
the woll.

CAUTION:

STEP 3

Slide the cobinet door open. Push the self-elevating
releose hondle (locoted on the side of the cabinet]
taward the bock of the vabinet to raise the boord.

TO OPEN BOARD:

L Adjust the height of the board by grasping the board firmly and pressing the
height odjustment lever toward the wall (FIGURE K). Corefully slide boord to
any of four height positions. Releose the lever fo lock board in position.

3. Pull out built-in iron rest unfil fully extended (FIGURE J). Place iron on iron rest,

TO CLOSE BOARD:
1. Remave iron ond slide iron rest back 1o dosed position.

1. Roise the boord hack to the highest height position by pressing the height
odjustment lever toward the wall (FIGURE H). Carefully slide boord to top height
pasition. Releose the lever fo lock boord.

(FIGURE D) while: gently pushing the board down (FIGURE K) until it locks closed. CAUTION:
